In July 1980, Elena Obraztsova for the first time performed Russian folk songs
and old romances at the famous Column Hall recital as part of the cultural program
of the Moscow Olympics. The singer’s partner was the Academic Orchestra of Russian
Folk Instruments conducted by Nikolai Nekrasov.

Elena Obraztsova conquered the audience with the breadth of her singing and
the integrity, wealth and beauty of emotion. The repertoire of Nadezhda Obukhova,
whose art Obraztsova always admired, was the basis of the programme. The latter
turned to this music when she was at the height of her career after many years of
success on the world’s best opera stages. A great master with an immense artistic
experience, Obraztsova managed to create dramatic images that were long remem-
bered by the audience.

The singer and her concertmaster Vazha Chachava presented a new programme
of old romances in the spring of 1982 at the Grand Hall of the Moscow Conservatory.
Of the twenty-three numbers she sang that evening, ten were performed by her for
the first time. “My own special attitude towards Russian romance has crystallized in
me”, the singer said in an interview. “You can approach this music only if you have a
personal and artistic experience, have been through and felt a lot”.

Responding to the concert, musicologist Vsevolod Timokhin wrote: “The inter-
pretations performed by Elena Obraztsova at the recital with the Orchestra of Folk
Instruments won the audience with their emotional elation and the dramatic prominence
of how she conveyed the moods and tempers... The singer chose a completely different
perspective at the recital at the Grand Hall of the Conservatory, as if ‘placing’ the old
romances in a more familiar framework — the one of chamber intimacy, subtlety and
sincerity. Each of the miniatures became a kind of small performance — a one-woman
theatre, when the voice, gestures, facial expression and turns of her eyes — everything is
subordinated to a consistent musical and dramatic task. I would especially like to note

two small masterpieces: But Still I Love You and I Was Coming Home...” (Muzykalnaya
zhizn. No. 16, 1982).

In the autumn of 1982, Elena Obraztsova sang the same programme at Lenin-
grad’s Grand Philharmonic Hall and then continued to work on this repertoire, often
performing old romances to the delight of the audiences.

The album features the recorded broadcast of the concert named An Evening of
Old Romance performed at the Grand Hall of the Moscow Conservatory on 28 March
1982 with Vazha Chachava playing the piano.

Compiler Lyudmila Leontieva

Vazha Chachava (1933-2011) was a Georgian/Russian pianist, music teacher
and concertmaster. He graduated from the Thbilisi Conservatory in 1962. Between 1962
and 1967, he taught concertmaster skills and, later, chamber singing and chamber
ensemble there. In 1977, Elena Obraztsova invited him to move to Moscow, and he
remained her permanent concertmaster for thirty years. Between 1977 and 2009, he
taught at the Moscow Conservatory where he was a Professor from 1994 and headed
the Art of Accompaniment Department from 2000.

Vazha Chachava became a People’s Artist of Georgia in 1989 and an Honoured
Worker of Arts of the Russian Federation in 2006.
