Evgeny Lebedev

Evgeny Lebedev is one of the most prominent jazz musicians of his generation, a graduate of the
renowned Berklee College of Music in Boston and winner of the Billboard Music Award. The winner of the
International Jazz Performers Competition in Belgium, a prize-winner of the Montreux Piano Competition
in Switzerland and the Made In New York Jazz Competition in the USA, Evgeny Lebedev has taken part
in the world’s largest jazz festivals. Among those with whom Lebedev has played are drummers Jack
DeJohnette, Terri Lyne Carrington, Lenny White, and Kenwood Dennard, bassist Marcus Miller, trumpeter
Randy Brecker, saxophonists David Sanchez, Joe Lovano, and George Garzone, guitarist David Fiuczynski,
and others. The pianist has been a member of the Union of Moscow Composers since 2017. In 2021,
Evgeny Lebedev became the first jazz pianist to become a Yamaha Artist in Russia, signing a cooperation
agreement with the Russian office of the Japanese corporation.

Anton Revnyuk

In the global context, there are musicians who can easily switch between different genres, such as jazz,
pop, and rock. Among Russian bassists, Anton Revnyuk is a prime example of this versatility. The winner
of the Getxo International Jazz Competition in Spain, the Made In New York Jazz Competition in the USA,
and the Jazz Hoeilaart in Belgium, Anton is equally at home as a double bass player in jazz projects or
as a bass guitarist in various styles and genres. As one of the most sought-after session bassists, he
successfully combines studio work with a busy concert schedule. It is not about the artist’s desire to be
in both camps, but rather about versatility, which is combined with impeccable taste of a delicate touch
as an accompanist and bright improviser. Anton Revnyuk can be heard with a symphony orchestra at
the Warsaw Opera, as part of a trio in a chamber hall in Tokyo, in the rhythm section of a jazz big band,
and at a stadium playing rock music. No matter what project he participates in, it is always a stamp of
quality, which is trusted by musicians playing in different genres.

Anton Revnyuk has collaborated with some of the greatest artists of our time, such as Michel Legrand,
Randy Brecker, Gregory Porter, Eric Marienthal, Paul Bollenback, Craig Handy, Vincent Herring, Ricky
Sebastian, Danny Gottlieb, Philip Harper, Carmen Lundy, Mark Gross, Donnie McCaslin, Adam Rogers,
Jaleel Shaw, Donald Edwards, Gene Lake, Lew Tabackin, James Spalding, and many others.

During his artistic career, Anton has toured in Belgium, Germany, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, France, the
Netherlands, Great Britain, Switzerland, USA, Canada, Japan, Korea, Indonesia, India, Poland, Norway,
Denmark, Portugal, Azerbaijan, Georgia, and Armenia.

Anton Revnyuk has been included in Vladimir Feiertag's Great Encyclopedia of Jazz alongside the names
of other outstanding jazz musicians from the 20th century.

Ignat Kravtsov

Ignat Kravtsov is a Russian jazz musician, drummer, composer, and painter. Born and raised in
Yekaterinburg, he graduated from the Sverdlovsk Tchaikovsky Music College in 2006, where he studied
under the guidance of renowned percussion teacher Yuri Bobrushkin, as well as Valery Kutsanov, Vitaly
Vladimirov, and Sergei Pronya.

From 2006 to 2013, Ignat Kravtsov worked with Free-Spoken Band and David Orchestra, as well as his
own Ignat Kravtsov Quintet, performing at major jazz festivals both in Russia and abroad. In 2011, his
name was included in Vladimir Feiertag's encyclopedia of jazz.

In 2013, the musician moved to Moscow, where he was immediately accepted by the capital’s jazz
community and began collaborating with various ensembles and musicians. In 2014, he founded LRK
Trio with pianist Evgeny Lebedev and bassist Anton Revnyuk. In 2015, he reformed his own group, Amber
Sept, and released two albums, Luminescence in 2017 and Ronim in 2024.

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He has been collaborating with the band Therr Maitz since 2017. He has performed with various musicians,
including Tigran Hamasyan, Randy Brecker, Alex Sipyagin, Igor Butman, Steve Turre, Stanley Jordan,
Linley Marthe, Jimmy Haslip, Ralph Bowen, Jaleel Shaw, and George Cables.

In addition to his musical activities, he is also involved in painting. His exhibitions are held in Moscow
and St. Petersburg.

LRK Trio is not an ordinary jazz trio with a pianist. In fact, it is an open-ended lineup, as the group can
perform with a string quartet or invited soloists — singers, instrumentalists, or entire ensembles — on
stage, depending on their creative goals. Additionally, Lebedev does not just play the piano, he also plays
electronic keyboards and the accordion; Revnyuk is one of the few bassists in Russia who plays both
acoustic double bass and electric bass guitar at an equally high level; and Kravtsov adds a variety of
modern timbre and rhythmic effects to the sound of the drum kit. While staying true to the solid foundation
of jazz, the trio organically blends elements of various other genres, both classical and contemporary, in
their compositions. Their music is complex, but not for the sake of being complex. Rather, it is a result
of masterful execution of brilliant musical ideas.

And these ideas are dominated by a generous melodic richness, which does not allow the listener to
forget that the music comes from Russia and is based on a rich heritage of Russian musical culture,
a heritage that continues to influence the development of music around the world.

Euphoria is a Moscow orchestra of young progressive musicians directed and conducted by Elizaveta
Korneyeva.

The orchestra’s repertoire carefully balances between symphonic classics and contemporary musical
scores. They have performed several Russian and world premieres, including works by Lidiya-Maria
Koshevaya, Rigel Vinskaya, Konstantin Komoltsev, and Samir Timachzhi, as well as Dmitry Mazurov’s
open-air opera Poem of the Mountain, which was staged at the Diaghilev Festival in Perm. They have
also performed at the GAMMA festival in St. Petersburg and the DELTA festival in Moscow, where they
presented an experimental format for a symphonic concert with a DJ.

The orchestra’s soloists have participated in musicAeterna residencies in Moscow and St. Petersburg, as
well as the musicAeterna youth program at the House of Radio. They have also attended masterclasses
led by conductor Fyodor Ledenyov, violinist Vladislav Pesin, and composer Alexei Syumak. The orchestra
performs comfortably at various venues, including academic stages, modem art galleries and spaces, such
as the Moscow Conservatory, GROUND Solyanka Gallery, Musica Viva Studio, Mutabor, and DK Rassvet in
Moscow, as well as the House of Radio and the New Stage of the Alexandrinsky Theater in St. Petersburg.
In 2023, the orchestra was longlisted for the Golden Mask Award for the open-air performance opera
Poem of the Mountain directed by Serafima Krasnikova. The orchestra collaborated with Anton Belyaev
from Therr Maitz, LRK Trio, and Andru Donalds from Enigma, as well as theater actors Lyubov Tolkalina
and Ekaterina Smirnova from the Pyotr Fomenko Workshop Theater.
